1) TRANSPORTATION

The London transport system is very well developed, but sometimes not simple for a first-time visitor. There is a combination of several types of transport services (train, tube, bus etc). The easiest way how the find the most suitable way to the requested destination is to use a Journey Planner at: 

http://www.tfl.gov.uk/
where you can enter your start location and the destination you want to reach. 

Also you can find here all maps, transport information and prices. For the purposes of the meeting, I recommend to purchase a 3-day Anytime Travelcard immediately (and than just one way pass back to the Airport), that will be valid for at least 1-3 Zone – with this type of pass you can travel anytime and anywhere (by bus, train, metro, DLR etc.) within the relevant zones. But also remember, that some services, that you might use when traveling from the Airport, are not included in this type of pass and you have to purchase another single ticket – that is for example when you are traveling from London Gatwick Airport. 
Travel from the Airport. 

Most of you are landing at Gatwick Airport, which lies to the south from London. As we a huge group, I will be not able to pick all of you up from the airport, but the way is very simple. From the Gatwick Airport Railway Station you will take a train (Southern or Gatwick Express services) towards Victoria (the journey takes about 30 minutes). Than use a metro (or bus) to get to your hotel. Just take a look on map, where your hotel is and where is a nearest metro (or bus) station.
